TITLE I, Part A: Homeless Set-aside
Guidance on Allowable and Unallowable Expenditures

Title 1, Part A funds may be used to provide a wide variety of services to homeless students. In addition to providing
services to assist homeless students in meeting the State’s challenging academic standards, Title I, Part A funds may be
used to provide services to homeless children and youths, including those in Title | schools, that may not ordinarily be
provided to other Title | students. To help homeless students effectively take advantage of educational opportunities,
an LEA may use Title I, Part A funds to provide, where appropriate, items or services including, but not limited to the
examples in the chart below.

Note: Two principles govern the use of Title I, Part A funds to provide services to homeless students.

e First, the services must be reasonable and necessary to assist homeless students to take advantage of
educational opportunities.

e Second, Title I, Part A funds must be used only as a last resort when funds or services are not available from
other public or private sources, such as public health clinics, or local discretionary funds (sometimes provided
by the PTA) used to provide similar services for economically disadvantaged students.
